the academic year. However, I would like to touch upon some of the highlights.

The popular INDIA TODAY magazine has been doing an annual survey with The
Nielson Company to identify top colleges in various disciplines in India. It is an achievement of
our college that we have been rated as the fifth best college of Ahmedabad in the city-wise
ranking of Arts colleges (published in the issue-July18, 2011) by this prestigious national
weekly.

I'am also glad to mention the special programmes that were organised this year such as:

e the programme on 'Women and Health' under the auspices of Collegiate Women's
Development Cell on 16 th December in which expert Medical Practitioners gave
important tips to women on 'Health Aspirations of Woman: With a focus on
Prevention of Cardio-Metabolic Diseases';

e the annual 'Kavi Sammelan' that the college hosted in the memory of educationist and
eminent past Principal Dr.Dhrumanben Diwanji. This year too, famous poets of
Gujarat recited their poems and interacted with the students on 16" August, 2011;

o the college celebrated the Women's Day by organizing an International Symposium
jointly with the International Women's Wing of Vishwa Gujarati Samaj. The
programme entitled 'Connecting Girls- Inspiring Futures' was held on 10" March,
2012 at the Gujarat University Senate Hall. As many as 400 participants- resource
persons, teachers, and students from various colleges attended the event;

e an Educational Innovation: An Inter-disciplinary National level Workshop on
'Empowering Youth through Law' was organized by Department of Sociology,
Commerce and HRM of the college in collaboration with International Women's
Wing, Vishva Gujarati Samaj on 17" September, 2011. Eminent counsel from
Supreme Court of India, Bombay High Court, Gujarat High Court and City Civil
Courts were present as resource persons. The teachers and students, who are
studying these laws as a part of their syllabi benefited from the experience sharing by
these senior advocates during the interactions and case discussions.

e as a part of an entrepreneurial training to students of Certificate and Diploma in
Fashion Designing, an annual event and exhibition is organized. This year, such an
Exhibition-cum-Sale of Garments, Articles and Display of Design Portfolios made
by students entitled 'Fashion Fiesta' was organized at the college campus on 25"
January, 2012.The inauguration was done by Fashion Photographer Neha Bhatt and
an enthusiastic response was received from the viewers. Subsequently, on 1™



February, 2012 the products of the students were also displayed and sold at Elite Gallery on
CG Road, Ahmedabad.

I am also glad to note that the English Language Laboratory of the college recorded an
intake of 256 students who took benefit of the training imparted by the centre. They also appeared
for the exam of SCOPE (Society for Creation of Opportunities through Proficiency in English)
which is a programme initiated by the Government of Gujarat to promote the language skills of the
students. Two batches were also registered under the new Employment Scheme of the
Government.

We have always put a special focus on Job Placement. The Career and Placement Cell of
the college invited several companies such as Basscom, Aegis, Private Hospitals and companies
for recruitment drives at the college campus. Private placing is also done on a regular basis,
especially of students of the career oriented courses

The students have posted good academic performance as well as laudable achievements on
the sports, NCC, Saptadhara and the cultural forum. Active participation at the local, state and
national levels is an expectation from the students that is being fulfilled regularly due to the sincere
efforts of teachers and students alike.

The college has organized two Faculty Development Programmes this year. Faculty
members have also attended worshops for capacity building and actively attended seminars and
conferences with paper presentations.

I would like to congratulate Dr. Ravji Kotwal on attaining Doctorate in Hindi; Dr. Neeta
Patel for attaining Doctorate in Psychology; and Shri Satishkumar Ganava for being awarded
M.Phil. in Economics. I am happy to note that Shri Jashwant Thakkar has submitted his Ph.D.
thesis this year.

I commend Dr. Shailajaben Dhruva for her untiring efforts in putting together this 'Aarsi’
with a special collection on 'Youth' in view of forthcoming 150" birth anniversary of Swami
Vivekandji.
